Cllr Harmer mentioned the extremely low highways budget and the fact that decisions are being
made at a more local level. There is money for next year in 4 separate pots on top of that set
aside for the Horizons programme. Rules yet to be established for these different pots but
there may be some for the Lengthsman scheme, so he suggested 6 Western Villages clerks meet
to establish requirements early.

Superfast Broadband - BT have carried out initial surveys for remaining areas but there are
several technologies available and final decision will not be made till after June
